The first thing we need to note is that vast numbers of millen-
nialsare seeking.

Those who call them-
selves spiritual are seeking the transcendent. The unfortunate
part of all this is that no idea, or ideology, or salide spiri-
tuality, will ever satisfy the deepest longings of the human
heart, nor fulfill our deepest longing for the fullness of life
and the joy of love. What every millennial who is thinking
this through comes to recognize sooner or later is that life and
love have no meaning if it all ends in death, the final termina-
tion of the human person. Why keep on living? Why bother
to love? if in the end it all just ends. Now the seeking begins.

What is said oftentimes of the millennial can also apply to a
great many people across the generational lines. For some it
is finding solace in oneds
